with the Educational Service Center, educating teachers about the

techniques she had invented for teaching foreign languages; she

also worked with KLRN and the Carrascolendas program; and


WHEREAS, A woman of many talents, Carol Perkins was also a

successful actress at Sul Ross State University and the director of

several one‑act plays; she directed The Barretts of Wimpole Street
which won the State Meet for Best Play and Best Director; and


WHEREAS, Highly respected in the community for her many

accomplishments, Carol Perkins was an exemplary and distinguished

lady who was noted for her enthusiasm and her creativity; and


WHEREAS, A woman of integrity, strength, and generosity, she

gave unselfishly of her time to others, and her wisdom, warmth, and

valued counsel will not be forgotten by those who knew her; and


WHEREAS, Carol Perkins was a devoted wife, mother, and

grandmother, who lived her life to the fullest, and she leaves

behind memories that will be treasured forever by her family and

many friends; now, therefore, be it
