United States Cavalry Association, and the Descendants of Mexican

the Brownsville Historical Association, as vice‑chairman of the

Palo Alto Battlefield Park Site, as chairman of the Cameron County

Historical Commission and Brownsville United States Bicentennial

Commission, and as cochairman of the Brownsville Civil War

Centennial Commission; and


WHEREAS, His dedication to historical research and his

outstanding service have brought him special recognition and

honors from national and state organizations; and


WHEREAS, For his work on the Palo Alto Battlefield National

Historic Site, Mr. Aiken received a special commendation from the

United States Department of the Interior National Park Service; he

was honored with an appreciation certificate from the National

Society of the Sons of the American Revolution and a citation for

distinguished service from the Texas Historical Commission; and


WHEREAS, To show its gratitude, the City of Brownsville has

declared January 19, 1995, "Bruce Aiken Day"; now, therefore, be it
