staff of around 60 is in the front of the building and includes

a kitchen area and a phone room; and


WHEREAS, The school library has a skylighted reading area

and a lecture area that seats almost 100; it will be available

to the community for special events or combined lectures; and


WHEREAS, The new gymnasium is really three gyms in one when

the bleachers are pushed against the wall; there is a parquet

floor in the gym which should be cheaper and easier to maintain

than the standard wooden floor; and


WHEREAS, A separate science wing houses six laboratories and

an automatic fire door to separate it from the rest of the school;

and


WHEREAS, The academic area is a two‑story wing and includes

an elevator needed to help those with disabilities; the new

edifice promises to be a building in which all activities can be

handled easily; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

74th Legislature, hereby congratulate the Lindale Independent

School District on the opening of its magnificent new high school;

RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared for the
