from the Children's Advocacy Center in Washington, D.C.; and


WHEREAS, A member of the Coalition of Black Democrats and

the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People,

Shirley Covington was selected for the Outstanding Black Texan

Award by the Legislative Black Caucus in 1991; and


WHEREAS, Her wise counsel will be deeply missed, and her

outstanding accomplishments will continue to bear fruit in the

years to come; now, therefore, be it
