WHEREAS, Although considering partial retirement, the

municipal judge expects to continue working a 20‑hour week dealing

with similar cases as a justice of the peace and still have time

to spend with his family of five children and 11 grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his long and successful career as

Justice of the Peace of Precinct 2, the esteemed public servant

served the citizens tirelessly and capably; he earned the respect

and gratitude of those who appeared in his court; now, therefore,
