he opened his private practice in Lubbock on July 1, 1957; and

WHEREAS, He has been a fellow of the American College of

Obstetricians and Gynecologists since 1960, a member of the

Gynecologic Laser Society since 1981, and a member of the American

Society of Colposcopy and Cervical Pathology since 1972; and


WHEREAS, Highly respected in his field, Dr. Forsythe has been

the Area Advisor to the Texas Section of the American College of

Obstetricians and Gynecologists and served on the Advisory Council

of The University of Texas School of Nursing from 1975 to 1978 and

the Advisory Council of the South Plains College School of Nursing

from 1984 through 1986; and


WHEREAS, He has contributed to his profession as a member of

the Texas Legislative Task Force on Cancer in 1985 and 1986, the

Medical Advisory Committee of Special Committee on Post‑Secondary

Education in Texas in 1988, and the Texas Physicians Advisory

Committee of The University of Texas Cancer Center at M. D. Anderson

Hospital from 1976 through 1979 and from 1986 through 1992; and


WHEREAS, Among the numerous honors he has merited are being

named recipient of the American Medical Association Physician's

Recognition Award in 1989 and 1992, recipient of the Distinguished

Professorship in Women's Health Care by the faculty of Obstetrics
