WHEREAS, After he retired in 1991, Mr. Leonard continued to be

involved in his business and in his farming and ranching interests

in Howard and Coke counties as well as community affairs; he was a

member of the Knights of Pythias and maintained an active interest

in the Pythias Orphanage in Weatherford; and


WHEREAS, A Christian who lived his faith in his daily life,

Mr. Leonard was a charter member of College Baptist Church and

attended the Businessman's Sunday School Class; and


WHEREAS, He leaves a legacy of compassion and commitment that

will live on in the hearts and minds of all who knew and loved him;
