WHEREAS, Elected chairman of the electric utility lobbyists,

Mr. Davenport represented his company's interests with dignity

and diplomacy, and he was always a moderating influence in time

WHEREAS, Wherever he lived, Fred Davenport became deeply

involved in numerous community organizations and served on many

civic boards; he spent his leisure time hunting, golfing, and
