to numerous organizations and political groups; she served as

vice‑president of Corporate Communications of UBU Productions,

a film and television company, and as executive director of the

Jean Street Fund, a family foundation that focused on the issues

of family, children, and women; and


WHEREAS, During the 1980s, she was executive director of the

Hollywood Women's Political Committee whose members were producers,

writers, actors, agents, and other professionals dedicated to

electing women and men to political offices; and


WHEREAS, The citizens of Texas have benefitted from the rapid

development of the film and music industry in the Lone Star State

while under the able direction of Marlene Sharon Saritzky; now,
