SENATE RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, The United States Congress recently passed the Riegle‑Neal Interstate Banking and Branching Efficiency Act of 1994, Public Law 103‑328; and


WHEREAS, That Act authorizes interstate banking throughout the United States and creates interstate branch banking; and


WHEREAS, The Act provides that a state may choose to opt out of the Act before its implementation June 1, 1997; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas, 74th Legislature, hereby request that the Congress of the United States report to the Texas Legislature all the states which choose to opt out of interstate branch banking before June 1, 1997; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That the Texas Secretary of State forward official copies of this resolution to the Speaker of the House of Representatives of the United States Congress, to the President of the Senate of the United States Congress, and to all members of the Texas delegation to the congress, with the request that this resolution be officially entered in the Congressional Record of the Congress of the United States.
