WHEREAS, A man of deep religious beliefs, he was an active

member of Saint John Baptist Church; and


WHEREAS, Respected and beloved by all who knew him,

Lieutenant Brown will be remembered for his devotion to public

service and to his family, city, and church; and


WHEREAS, A dedicated family man, he and his lovely wife,

Virginia, were the parents of three sons; his absence will be
