Affairs for 1989 and from 1993 to the present time, she is in

the Directory of American Scholars, a member of the Biblical

Archaelogical Society, the Archaelogical Institute of America,

the Conference on Latin American Studies, and the Texas Municipal

Courts Association, and a consultant to the Library of Congress

on Latin America; and


WHEREAS, She won the Miles Production Award for teaching

excellence in the Dallas County Community College District in

1987, was named the Dallas County Community College District

Teacher of the Year in 1987, was a nominee to the First Texas

Women's Hall of Fame, won the Freedom Foundation of Valley Forge

Award for Historical Writing, and was the Texas Cultural Alliance
