the Construction Industry Institute, and the National Association

of Independent Insurers; recently, he had served as an advisor to

the United States Justice Department; and


WHEREAS, An outstanding teacher and mentor to his students,

Professor Witt earned their respect and love; a man of integrity,

strength, and compassion, he gave unselfishly of his time to many;
