host a reception at 5:00 p.m. at the Pecan Street Cafe on Austin's

Sixth Street honoring the Members of the 74th Texas Legislature;

WHEREAS, First settled as a frontier trading post in 1839,

the City of Corpus Christi is now ranked as the 64th largest city

WHEREAS, Corpus Christi is a regional center for cultural

activities that feature the USS Lexington Museum on the Bay, the

Texas State Aquarium, and the Columbus Fleet as well as the Bayfront

Arts and Science Park, the home for the Bayfront Plaza Convention

Center, Art Museum of South Texas, Corpus Christi Museum of Science

and History, which houses the Spanish Shipwreck Collection, Harbor

Playhouse, and the Corpus Christi Watergarden; the Texas Jazz

Festival is one of the longest‑running jazz festivals in the
