Good Street Baptist Church and served for many years as an active

WHEREAS, After her retirement, this remarkable woman became

an activist for numerous social, civic, and religious causes; she

was an advocate for senior citizens throughout the State of Texas;

WHEREAS, Her zest for her work was apparent in her leadership,

loyalty, and dedication to those she taught and loved; and
