WHEREAS, Don served as manager and interim president of the

Odessa Chamber of Commerce in the middle of the 1960s; he was a

very successful realtor and was past president of the Odessa Board

of Realtors; and


WHEREAS, This gentleman was well respected by all who came

in contact with him; he was known among his fellow citizens for his

generosity and friendliness; and


WHEREAS, A man of integrity, he was a commercial real estate

broker who was credited with procuring the land for the Texas Tech

Regional Academic Health Center, negotiating the purchase of 52

tracts of land from 43 owners in less than 45 days; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Stafford was the first commercial realtor to

complete a $1 million transaction during the 1970s; his success

was due in great measure to his reputation as a man of his word;

and


WHEREAS, Named Realtor of the Year in 1979, he was very

organized and aware of all aspects of his business; and


WHEREAS, A compassionate man, Don Stafford was known for his

generosity and fairness in dealing with others; his presence will

be deeply missed; now, therefore, be it
