WHEREAS, Mr. Grace was present in India in the last days

WHEREAS, He returned to Europe in 1959 and worked for

Investors Overseas Services in Geneva, Switzerland; he served

the company with distinction selling mutual funds; and


WHEREAS, James Grace returned to Tennessee in March, 1965,

to care for his widowed mother; they moved to Guadalajara, Mexico,

in 1966, and lived there until February, 1982; and


WHEREAS, He moved to Houston and has lived there since

that time; this distinguished gentleman has been a volunteer for

the AIDS Foundation in Houston since 1987; he also serves on the

Board of the recently formed organization, Houston Gay Veterans;
