July 20, 1944, and the devoted couple provided a loving home for

their three children, Marcus, Janice, and Sarah; and


WHEREAS, A man of strong convictions who was involved in

the life of his community, Mr. Dixon was a past member of the

Chamber of Commerce and the Lions Club and was a director of

Lee Memorial Hospital; and


WHEREAS, He had a wide variety of interests and hobbies;

he had owned an antique store since 1971 and was an avid coin

collector; he loved good music, played golf, dominoes, and skat,

and was a member of the Lincoln Skat Club; and


WHEREAS, A faithful Christian layman, Mr. Dixon was a

member of Immanuel Lutheran Church where he had served as an elder

and also sang in the choir; and


WHEREAS, His wise counsel and sound judgment will be

deeply missed and remembered with gratitude by his family and

friends, and his memory will continue to live on in their

hearts; now, therefore, be it
