WHEREAS, Talented and versatile, Mr. Walker was active in

numerous professional associations and civic activities; he served

on the Committee on Master Planning for Colleges and Universities,

Coordinating Board, Texas College and University System, was a

member of the Philosophical Society, and was a member of the Board

of Directors of the Chamber of Commerce of Galveston, Texas; and


WHEREAS, During Mr. Walker's successful rise in educational

administration, he had the love and support of his wife, Katy,

who was well known for her intelligence, charm, and graciousness;

Mrs. Walker was also a graduate of Sam Houston State University

where she majored in history; and


WHEREAS, Mr. and Mrs. Walker were outstanding citizens whose

many contributions to the field of education and to the state

continue to benefit Texans today; donations from their estate

answered a challenge grant from the Meadows Foundation making the

center for the museum possible; and


WHEREAS, The new structure at the museum is a tribute to

these two exceptional people who will continue to live on through

the many contributions they left behind; now, therefore, be it
