WHEREAS, Under his excellent leadership, the state's Low

Income Home Energy Assistance Program has been changed into an

innovative program that addresses long‑term solutions to poverty;

WHEREAS, The Community Services Block Grant has achieved

greater efficiency by implementing an electronic reporting system

to reduce the flow of paperwork between contractors and the

department; and


WHEREAS, Larry Crumpton's profound knowledge of poverty

issues and poverty assistance programs is irreplaceable and will

be greatly missed by the department; and


WHEREAS, The varied and notable accomplishments of

Larry Crumpton have contributed greatly to the growth and

progress of the State of Texas; now, therefore, be it
