School District; and


WHEREAS, Meeting twice a month, the students do research and

discuss issues they identify as important including volunteerism,

drug and alcohol use, and whether to implement a school curfew;

their input will advise the city council of their concerns; and


WHEREAS, Additionally, the members of the commission

will learn about the inner workings of city government during

presentations by city staff and by spending a day with the mayor;

and


WHEREAS, The positive relationship between community leaders

and young people will strengthen community spirit and understanding

among all citizens and lead to more successful solutions to vital

issues; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

74th Legislature, hereby commend the members of the Southlake Youth

Advisory Commission for their excellent work and extend a warm

welcome to them on their visit to the State Capitol; and, be it
