WHEREAS, A devout Christian, he was a member of Our Lady

of Guadalupe Church and served for two years as president of the

Parish Council and the Parish Life Committee; and


WHEREAS, Felipe Acosta lived his life to the fullest and

was beloved by many, and his leadership in the community will be
