Stephen F. Austin and his colonists in 1821; the county was

famous pitcher Nolan Ryan; Angleton, the county seat, is a center

for banking, oil, and gas and is well known for its annual October

Brazoria County Fair; and


WHEREAS, In 1966, the Brazoria National Wildlife Refuge was

established; this 11,000‑acre refuge is on the Gulf Intracoastal

Waterway and serves as a nesting area for mottled ducks and as the

wintering grounds for snow geese; the Freeport Christmas Bird Count

is always one of the highest in the nation and 247 bird species

have been identified; and


WHEREAS, While Brazoria County offers the opportunities and

vitality generated by modern communities and industry, its natural

beauty and rural charm have been retained, and the residents of

Brazoria County deserve to be proud of their efforts and planning;

now, therefore, be it
