WHEREAS, A charter member of the Stratford Chamber of

Commerce, he was Executive Vice‑President of Dumas Chamber of

Commerce for six years before becoming Project Director of the

Panhandle Quality Work Force and Executive Director of the

WHEREAS, The esteemed individual is the recipient of

several professional honors in recognition of his invaluable

service to the citizens of the Texas Panhandle; now, therefore,
