prestigious international humanitarian awards; and


WHEREAS, Reg and Maggie Green have made increased public

awareness a personal mission in memory of their son; and


WHEREAS, They hope his legacy will inspire an increased

rate of organ donation in the United States as it has in Italy

and throughout the world; now, therefore, be it
