WHEREAS, Recently it has become the home of one of the most

significant hospitals in the area, the famous Huguley Memorial

Medical Center; and


WHEREAS, The Texans who live in Crowley number about 7,200;

school‑age children are enrolled in the independent school district

that encompasses a significant part of southern Tarrant County; and


WHEREAS, The Dionne Bagsby All Sports Complex was recently

built there as a result of the combined support of the Texas Parks

and Wildlife Department, Tarrant County, and the City of Crowley;

much of the credit for its establishment belongs to the enthusiastic

volunteer help received from its citizenry; and


WHEREAS, One of the Lone Star State's outstanding small cities,

Crowley has much to offer its residents as an ideal place to live

and to raise a family; certainly Crowley is deserving of legislative

recognition; now, therefore, be it
