WHEREAS, Always concerned for the welfare of the residents

of Kleberg County, he made sure the county's two fishing piers

were maintained in excellent condition and, before the county was

divided into precincts, Commissioner Wright was responsible for the

WHEREAS, Rex O. Wright was one of the organizers of the

Kleberg‑Kenedy County Fair and Livestock Show when it was first

held in 1931 and remained a strong supporter through the years;

he was honored 30 years later when he was chosen grand marshal of

the fair's parade; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary Kleberg County Commissioner, he was a

trusted gentleman whose commitment and honesty were hallmarks of

his office; now, therefore, be it
