eighth grade to over 500 children; and


WHEREAS, The small progressive private school has withstood

40 years of cultural and educational change while still maintaining

high educational standards; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Boggus has based her educational philosophy

on a triangle that consists of home, school, and church; the parts

of the triangle work together to develop a child's values; and


WHEREAS, Saint George Episcopal School has an excellent

staff of teachers, many of whom have been there over 20 years;

parents have been closely involved with various fundraising

projects that have paid for all major improvements to the campus

and classrooms; now, therefore, be it
