WHEREAS, An exemplary lady, Mrs. Drysdale was respected for

her many accomplishments and was a well‑known civic leader; she

was a member of the Shakespeare Club, the Pan American Round

Table, and the board of the University of Mexico‑Trinity University

extension classes; she was a past regional director of Planned

Parenthood and was an official delegate to three international

conferences on world population; and


WHEREAS, Beloved by many, Virginia Drysdale had a warm sense

of humor and an engaging personality; she was also well known for

her excellent cooking skills; and


WHEREAS, A woman of integrity, strength, compassion, and

generosity, she gave unselfishly of her time to others, and her

wisdom, warmth, and valued counsel will not be forgotten by those

who knew her; and


WHEREAS, Virginia Drysdale was a devoted wife, mother, and

grandmother, and she leaves behind memories that will be treasured

forever by her family and many friends; now, therefore, be it
