Health and Human Services Agency, the Texas Department of Human

Services, and the City of Houston Health and Human Services

Department, the center was the first child care facility in Texas

to receive a federal grant to assist families in crisis; and


WHEREAS, Starting with infants, the center provides day

care for children of all ages, a reading and study library, a drug

prevention program, a juvenile delinquency prevention program, boy

scouting, and a senior citizens program; and


WHEREAS, Governed by a board of directors, the

Martin Luther King, Jr., Community Center is under the expert

supervision of Executive Director Madgelean Bush; all the staff

members are trained by various associations, including the Texas

Department of Human Services specialists; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

74th Legislature, hereby recognize the board of directors, the

staff, and the men and women who volunteer their time and services

to the Martin Luther King, Jr., Community Center; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared for the

center as an expression of highest regard from the Texas Senate.
