WHEREAS, Elected to the Texas House of Representatives,

Professor Quilliam served from January, 1961, to January, 1969;

during his tenure the original appropriations for Texas Tech Law

School were made in 1965, and he joined the law school faculty

in its second year; and


WHEREAS, His exceptional teaching abilities are reflected in

the outstanding record that Texas Tech has always maintained in the

number of students who pass the bar exam; his law classes attract

large enrollments, and he has been honored with the Outstanding

Professor Award by popular student vote on five occasions; he was

the recipient of the President's Excellence in Teaching Award in

1988 and was the first member of the permanent faculty to hold the

George Herman Mahon professorship; and


WHEREAS, Professor Quilliam has freely shared his expertise

through his extensive writings and his lectures, both regionally

and nationally; elected an Academic Fellow in the prestigious

American College of Trust and Estate Counsel, the noted attorney

is a former Director of the Texas Young Lawyers Association and

former Executive Director of the State Bar of Texas; and


WHEREAS, A Life Fellow in the Texas Bar Foundation,

Professor Quilliam was elected a Fellow in the American Bar

Foundation whose membership is based on professional attainment,

distinguished service, and commitment to the administration of

justice; now, therefore, be it
