WHEREAS, After the war, he and his wife returned to Crockett,

and he joined his father in the Callaway Funeral Home and Insurance

Company, where he served as a funeral director for 50 years; and


WHEREAS, Very active in fraternal and civic organizations,

Mr. Callaway was president of the Chamber of Commerce, president

and 40‑year member of the Lions Club, charter member and secretary

of the Elks Lodge, and chairman of the United Fund; and


WHEREAS, He offered his expertise to his hometown as

city councilman and as Industrial Chairman of the Houston County

Development Foundation; he served on the boards of Davy Crockett

Savings and Loan, Farmers Merchants Bank of Grapeland, and Farmers

Guaranty Bank of Kennard; and


WHEREAS, In 1952, Herbert and his brother, Ramon, became

sponsors of the Callaway Cubs, which is now the longest‑lived

Little League team in Texas; and


WHEREAS, This devout Christian was a lifelong member of

and served as steward of the First United Methodist Church; and


WHEREAS, A genuinely respected and beloved member of his

community, Mr. Callaway will be remembered for his devotion to

his family, his church, and his hometown; now, therefore, be it
