WHEREAS, A man of ability and unquestioned integrity, the

retired teacher was a member and past director of the Kerens Chamber

of Commerce and the Kerens Housing Authority; he served on the

boards of the Navarro Regional Hospital and the Texas State Teachers

Credit Union; he was also on the Advisory Board of the Cedar Creek

Bank; and


WHEREAS, Active in community affairs, Mr. Sneed was a member

of the Kerens Kiwanis Club and the Kerens Volunteer Fire Department,

and he was an associate member of the Navarro County Sheriff's

Reserve; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Sneed's wise counsel and good judgment will

be missed and remembered with gratitude by all with whom he was

associated; his passing is an irreplaceable loss to his community;
