WHEREAS, He obtained research grants from many sources,

including the Atomic Energy Commission; his research has focused on

chemically deposited metal chalcogenide thin films for photovoltaic,

infrared sensing and solar control applications; analysis and

speciation of trace elements in fossil fuels and coal oils; and

synthesis and crystal structures of selenium, arsenic, and tellurium

compounds; and


WHEREAS, In honor of Dr. Zingaro's outstanding work, he was

elected a Fellow of the American Association for the Advancement of

Science in 1992 and has been named to numerous boards and committees;

WHEREAS, Dr. Zingaro has been invited to lecture at countless

symposiums; one of his most recent lectures was in February of this

year at the Symposium on Natural Gas Quality and Energy Measurement

in Orlando, Florida; and


WHEREAS, A man of remarkable energy and intellectual vitality,

Dr. Zingaro continues today to work on his research and to be a great

source of pride to the students, staff, administration, and members

of the faculty at Texas A&M University; and


WHEREAS, An outstanding scientist and professor, Dr. Zingaro

has had a significant role in providing a superior educational

environment for students from all parts of Texas and across

the nation and in making Texas A&M University the high‑quality
