was active in his church and strong in his faith; and


WHEREAS, Ceaser received much strength and sustenance from

his parents and extended family in his manly struggle with his

grave disease, and he will always be cherished for his reverence

for life, his ability to express unconditional love, his unswerving

integrity, and his gift of sharing life; and


WHEREAS, Ceaser has left with all the young men who follow

him a valiant legacy; and he has handed on the imperishable torch

of excellence which hallows the playing fields of youth and makes
