Church of Madisonville, where he had served as a deacon since 1947;

WHEREAS, Mr. and Mrs. Standley raised their family in the

close‑knit community, giving unstintingly of their friendship and

support, and providing a positive influence on the lives of countless

people, and James Henry Standley's absence will be keenly felt; now,
