the American College of Preventive Medicine, Dr. Cherry is also a

consultant to many corporations and was an assistant professor in

Clinical Medicine at The University of Texas Medical School at

WHEREAS, Over the years, Dr. Cherry has been able to

continuously extend his mission and message of health through

numerous articles and speaking engagements, and he has reached out

through a syndicated weekly television program which communicates

with millions of Americans each week, bringing directly into their

homes the expertise which Dr. Cherry has amassed in the vital and

vibrant realm of human health and happiness; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Cherry's service to the community is amplified

by his work as president of Community Educational Television and

Jacksonville Educators Broadcasting which own and operate five
