WHEREAS, To qualify for consideration, the band must have

achieved and maintained high standards of excellence over a

period of several years, must offer a complete and balanced

program of musical activities, and must have a director with

at least seven years tenure; in addition, the group's choice of

program and level of mastery should have been rated "superior"

at the state, regional, national, or international level, and the

group should include individual musicians who have participated

in district, all‑state, or national honor bands; and


WHEREAS, Among a number of outstanding concert bands

which have achieved the foregoing excellence, the Sudler

Foundation selects the "best of the best" for its prestigious

award, which is made possible through the generosity and patronage

of Louis Sudler, an internationally known performing artist, and his

wife, Virginia; the couple, long recognized as international patrons

of the arts, wished to recognize outstanding accomplishments and

established the John Philip Sousa Foundation which also bestows

scholarships and other awards to deserving young musicians and

composers of band music; and


WHEREAS, Winning this prestigious award would not have been

possible without the exceptional directorship of Larry Matysiak,

the teacher and conductor of this fine group of musicians; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Milburn Carey, a distinguished member of the

American Bandmasters Association and a member of the Sudler Flag

Selection Committee will make the presentation of the flag to the

band at a concert to be held on May 18, 1995; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas hereby

extend heartiest congratulations to the Clements Senior High

School Concert Band for its magnificent accomplishments with all

best wishes for the future; and, be it further
