chairman of the Board of Trustees at Hall Bennett Hospital and as

district chairman of the Buffalo Trails Boy Scout Council; his

varied achievements contributed to the growth and progress of his

community, and he endeared himself to those who worked with him

through his friendship and camaraderie; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

74th Legislature, hereby extend sincere condolences to his family:
