WHEREAS, To prepare for the election, the students also

studied the issues and staged a candidate forum; and


WHEREAS, The school won the award because the students worked

to coordinate the state program; and


WHEREAS, The teacher stated that her goal had been to

motivate students to become familiar with the voting process, and

then actually go vote; and


WHEREAS, Crockett High School, Patricia Dobbs, and numerous

other sponsors and volunteers also were selected to receive the

Time Magazine/National Association of State Boards of Education

award for "Outstanding Leadership in Voter Education"; now,
