poorer districts equal access to information through computers

rather than redistributing tax money; and


WHEREAS, In the search to provide all the schoolchildren of

Texas with an excellent education, the Texas Education Network has

taken a giant step toward making invaluable information accessible

to every classroom throughout the state for a nominal fee, thus

freeing money for other educational needs; now, therefore, be it
