House, it was designated a historical landmark and restored; and


WHEREAS, A member of the Order of the Eastern Star,

Mrs. Steward was a Past Worthy Matron of Fairfield Chapter 331;

she was also a member of the Daughters of the American Revolution;

and


WHEREAS, A charter member of Fairfield Harmony Presbyterian

Church which was organized in 1932, Lucille was a lifetime member

of the women of the church; she devoted her time and talents to the

redecoration of the church in the 1970s; and


WHEREAS, She leaves a legacy of compassion and commitment

that will be remembered with gratitude by her family and all those

who had the privilege of knowing this remarkable individual; now,
