WHEREAS, A woman who wanted to give back to her community,

she was a 25‑year volunteer for the Knights of Columbus, Councils

2304, 7797, and 9626, participating in their Deaf Ministry program;

WHEREAS, This generous woman gave unselfishly of her time

and energy to the Knights of Columbus, helping when they brought

the mentally retarded into the ministry program also; and


WHEREAS, It was this aspect of her work with persons with

disabilities that drew her into the Head Start program; she began

her work with Head Start as a part‑time worker in the mornings and

a volunteer in the afternoons; for the past seven years before her

death, she had been employed by the Laredo Head Start Agency as a

Disability Aide; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Romani and her husband were also volunteers

for the Laredo Police Department for almost 10 years; they also

served their community as senior advisors for the Catholic Youth

Organization, Laredo Deanery, from 1967 through 1975; and


WHEREAS, Mary Romani was also active in the Mary Help of

Christians Parent‑Teachers Association and served as a room mother

for nine years; and


WHEREAS, A lady with deep religious convictions, she was a

devout Catholic; she had been an active member for 22 years of

Saint Peter the Apostle Catholic Church, where she sang in the

choir; and


WHEREAS, Her commitments to God, family, and community are

reflected through her many years of service to each; her community

will deeply miss Mary Romani whose wisdom and experience were

invaluable to those who knew and loved her; now, therefore, be it
