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Committee Report (Substituted)

BACKGROUND

Currently, a beer retailer may receive a suspension or cancellation for consuming or allowing one to consume an alcoholic beverage when the consumption of such is not permitted.  There is no similar provision for mixed beverage or private club permittees.

PURPOSE
C.S.H.B. 2858 creates a provision extending the same restrictions for mixed beverage or private club permittees as a beer retailer.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not expressly grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, department, agency or institution.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.  Amends Section 11.61(b), Alcoholic Beverage Code.  Provides that the commission or administrator may suspend or cancel an original or renewal permit if it is found, after notice and hearing that the permittee consumed or allowed consumption of an 
alcoholic beverage on the premises when the consumption was prohibited by the code.  

SECTION 2.  EFFECTIVE DATE:  September 1, 1997;  Act is applicable to holders of an alcoholic beverage permit, including the holder of a food and beverage certificate on or after effective date of act.    

SECTION 3.  Emergency Clause

COMPARISON OF ORIGINAL TO SUBSTITUTE
The substitute added the holder of a food and beverage certificate as those subject to provisions of this act.  The original did not contain this provision.  
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
