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Committee Report (Unamended)

BACKGROUND

Currently, when a beer license is issued, recommendations can be made by representatives of the Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission, the sheriff, county or district attorney, mayor, and police chief regarding whether or not the license should be issued.  S.B. 191 requires a county judge to consider recommendations of county commissioners or city council members or commissioners when a person applies for a permit to sell beer at retail.

PURPOSE
S.B. 191 requires a county judge to consider recommendations of county commissioners or city council members or commissioners when a person applies for a permit to sell beer at retail.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not expressly grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, department, agency or institution.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.
Amends Subsection  (c),  Section 61.32 Alcoholic Beverage Code, to include county commissioners, or city council members or commissioners as persons whose recommendations must be given due consideration by a county judge when a person applies to sell beer at retail.
