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BACKGROUND

Section 403.005, Government Code, requires the Secretary of State to approve payment vouchers of the Comptroller of Public Accounts prior to sending those vouchers to the State Treasurer. Passage of SJR 1 & SB 20 in the 74th Session, that abolished the treasurer’s office renders this requirement unnecessary.

PURPOSE
The bill repeals the statutory requirement that the secretary of state approve payment vouchers of the comptroller of public accounts.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not expressly grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, department, agency or institution.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.
Repeals Section 403.005, Government Code (Approval of Accounts).

SECTION 2.
Emergency clause.  Effective date: upon passage.
