WHEREAS, In addition to his outstanding career as a statesman, Mr. Lehman was also a licensed mortician who managed his family's business and embarked on a new venture in the oil industry at the close of his political career, contributing greatly to Giddings' economic prosperity; and


WHEREAS, This esteemed gentleman continued to work for the betterment of his community through his active involvement in numerous local organizations and as a director of the Giddings Chamber of Commerce; an accomplished athlete during his youth, he shared his love of sports with countless others as the longtime sponsor of Henry's Hogs softball team; and


WHEREAS, Henry G. "Bud" Lehman was a man of great vision who left an indelible mark on his community and state; though he is gone from us now, his spirit will surely live on in the many accomplishments he leaves behind; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 75th Legislature of the State of Texas hereby honor the memory of former State Representative Henry G. "Bud" Lehman and extend sincere sympathy to the members of his family: to his niece, Nancy Kay; to his nephew, John Fleet III; to his brother‑in‑law, Jake Jacobsen; and to all the relatives and many friends of this eminent gentleman; and, be it further
