WHEREAS, An ardent fan of track and field events, he graciously served as the  team  doctor at a number of area high schools, and his exceptional contributions throughout the years earned him much renown; he was honored by the West Texas Relays in 1995 for 37 years of outstanding service as the physician for the event, and the school district recently renamed the Girls' Invitational Track Meet in his honor; and 


WHEREAS, Dr. Curry gave generously of his time and talents to benefit the Odessa Boys Club and St. Luke's Methodist Church, and he also made time in his busy schedule to pursue his favorite leisure activities, which included lapidary work, gardening, and photography; and  


WHEREAS, A man of great energy and vision, Dr. Dale Curry left an indelible mark on the community he was proud to call home, and though he is gone from us now, his memory will surely endure in the hearts and minds of all who were privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
