WHEREAS, Mr. Lewis's contributions to the community extended far beyond the offices he held, and he gave freely of his time and talent as a member of the Jasper‑Newton Health Board and as secretary of the Burkeville School Board; a 32nd‑degree Master Mason, he was a member of Newton Lodge #136 in Burkeville; and


WHEREAS, Despite his many achievements, throughout his life Mr. Lewis derived his greatest joy and satisfaction from his large and loving family, and he will be especially missed in his role as an affectionate father, grandfather, and great‑grandfather; and


WHEREAS, Ottis Lewis will be fondly remembered as a dedicated public servant and a devoted family man; his legacy of service and achievement endures in the hearts of all who were privileged to know him, and it is fitting that he be honored at this time; now, therefore, be it
