HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, On March 4, 1997, the Texas Legislature will join with the residents of the Texas Panhandle in paying tribute to 26 of Texas' finest counties in recognition of their outstanding cultural, economic, and historical contributions to the state; and

WHEREAS, History buffs can learn more about the region's past at the Panhandle‑Plains Historical Museum, one of the largest facilities of its kind in the state, while science enthusiasts can spend many fascinating hours at the Krister Aviation and Space Museum; in addition, West Texas A&M University offers an array of interesting events throughout the year; and


WHEREAS, Home to more than 400,000 individuals, the Panhandle boasts record high employment rates and is one of the most desirable regions of our state in which to live, work, and rear a family; despite its impressive growth rate, the area has retained its unique character and charm, and it gives the members of the legislature great pleasure to salute the region and its people on this auspicious occasion; now, therefore, be it 


RESOLVED, That the 75th Legislature of the State of Texas hereby designate March 4, 1997, as Panhandle Day at the Capitol and commend its citizens for their many fine contributions; and, be it further
